REMINDERS TO OUR MINISTERS AT THE  

HOLY SACRIFICE OF THE MASS 

 

CANTORS: Please make the announcement before Mass to turn off cell phones.  While Father Mike is 

receiving communion, please invite the assembly to stand and begin the hymn.  This is the instruction that 

the hymn begins as the priest receives not after he has received nor after the deacon has received.  Choir 

Members seated in the choir stalls ï please speak softly at the least and when possible avoid conversations 

unnecessary before Mass in the church.  I realize that you are a community and are at practice and you need 

to communicate.  Following practice, however, help me to restore a sense of reverence in the church before 

the Blessed Sacrament. 

 

SERVERS: Please arrive early as in at least fifteen minutes early not when the Mass begins.  All servers 
must receive training prior to serving.  Parents please bring your children to this instruction.  Servers are 
asked to show respect for themselves and for the Mass by paying attention during the Mass.  Sitting at at-

tention and standing at attention are public signs to others that the Mass matters.  Slumping over in the pew 
and playing with friends are not correct actions during the Mass.  Anyone who does not wish to continue 
serving may request to be removed from the list.  Serving is a privilege that brings students closer to Christ.  

Please take this opportunity to grow in faith.  One more item, servers walk slowly with the book 
(Sacramentary), bow to the altar thoughtfully and hold the book against your chest for the priest to chant 
the prayers. Never be in a hurry nor draw attention to yourself.  Keep your mind on Christ as the priest tries 

to do as well. 

 

SACRISTANS: Please arrive early at least thirty minutes.  The priest or deacon may have requests for you 

because there are always special events happening at different Masses.  It is uncomfortable to have sacris-

tans rushing at the last minute to complete their regular duties.  Please lightly tie the center doors together 

to encourage parishioners to use the side doors when entering.  Do not, however, tightly knot the center 

doors closed during Mass; this is a fire hazard. 

 

MINISTERS OF HOSPITALITY: Please open the outside doors to show hospitality to parishioners.  Be 
careful not to carry on conversations when the inner doors are opened.  Why?  Noise from talking in the 
gathering space fills the church when the inner doors are opened.  Do not stand inside the church and greet 

parishioners.  I invite you to greet parishioners when they enter through the outside doors until they come 
to the baptismal font.  Let us try to maintain a spirit of silence inside the church and when the inner doors 
are opened.  Frankly, it is a conflict between hospitality, a good thing, and reverence, a good thing.  I see 

ministers enjoying so much to open the inner doors and greet people without, I wonder, considering how 
much noise and even a little disrespect for the tabernacle this conversation creates.  Ultimately, parishion-
ers urged me to install a tabernacle in the Church when I arrived.  ñThis was a game changer.ò  From now 

on, it is disrespectful to talk in the pews of our church with a tabernacle present and the candle lit.  Please 
heartily commune with one another in our spacious gathering space.  If we must speak in church, can we 
try to whisper?
